Koala


Many koalas live in Australia. A koala is not a bear, although it looks like a teddy bear. Many people love the koala’s soft fur. An adult male koala weighs up to 8 kilograms. A female usually weighs about 5.5 kilograms. Only one baby is born at a time. Like the kangaroos, koalas are marsupials. That means the female koala has a special pouch or pocket on her underside. There the baby is carried and fed for the seven or eight months of its life. A koala baby is born blind, without hair and about the size of a big “patani” seed. Once born, the tiny baby crawls to its mother’s pouch. This trip takes about three minutes. It is a dangerous trip. If the baby loses its way, it usually dies. An adult koala eat over one kilo of leaves, buds, and stems each day. A koala has a big nose and an excellent sense of smell. The favorite foods of koalas are the leaves of gum trees called eucalyptus which grow in Australia. The word “koala” means “drinks no water.” Koalas drink very little. They are more active at night than during day. They sleep most of the time. Koalas home is on the treetops.
